For Robert Vega, a 24-year state employee, 
being in a union means having a voice to change 
things for the better. He’s spent the last decade 
as a member leader helping hundreds of mem-
bers find their voice and encouraging them to 
use it.

“When you speak up, things happen,” Robert 
says. “Everything we’ve accomplished for our 
members and our union happened when a mem-
ber spoke up.” 

Vega has served as a member of the Unit 14 
Bargaining Team since 2008 and was elected its 
chair in 2015.
